i educational qualification for pharmacy practice, education
| and profession of pharmacy. Now in the country, pharmacy
o ~ needs to become more efficient if it has to fulfill the ever changing
demands made by the patients and the health care system in dinical expertise. In 2008,
Provisions of the Act were implemented through Pharmacy Council of India, New Delhi to
serve the sodety along with health care professionals. The quality manpower in any field of
pharmacy depends on the quality of teaching in education system. Quality teaching is the
exercise of academics and techniques to produce leaming outcomes of future manpower. The
continuing up-gradation of them is the foremost requirement regarding the numbers of new
molecules and innovative drugs flourishing in the market. The first and foremost role of higher
education teachers is to be a subject expert who is acquainted with the ways to transmit
knowledge.

A scenario of recruitment, retention, and development of faculty members has become an
important concemn of the pharmacy institutions and universities across India because the shortage
of quality faculty has become increasingly acute in recent years. The academic enterprise in
pharmacy has been enjoying very rich applicant pools in number, but in integrating teaching and
practicing responsibilities as faculty role, the expectations have fallen short and have not reached
the necessary extent. Every goveming agency is furious about the status of pharmacy academics
and is busy in designing protocols to assure quality in pharmacy education. But in spite of all
these issues, we are kagging behind in bringing a revolutionary change in pharmacy education in
the country. In the words of the Prime Minister, "The time has come to create a second wave of
institution building and of excellence in the field of education, research and capability building
so that we are better prepared for the 21st century”. There is an urgent need to initiate an
academsc exercise axmed at attamng revamping of curriculum, keepmg in pace wrth current and
