Internal Quality Assurance Cell, KGI, Bangalore hosted a national webinar on the "Role of
IQAC in Higher Education Institutions" by video conferencing utilising the Microsoft Team
platform. The Webinar was held with the goal of taking steps to reach out to India's Higher
Education Institutions (HEIs) in order to improve and maintain quality. The Webinar was
attended by 150 people, including principals of associated colleges, IQAC coordinators, and

faculty members from affiliated colleges and universities.

Dr.SV Rajendra Das gave the Welcome Address at 10.30 a.m., which kicked off the Webinar.
She gave an overview of the webinar's objective and importance. Prof Mallya gave the attendees
an overview of the college. She gave a cordial welcome to the resource person, Dr.Badrunnisa S,

as well as all of the Webinar attendees.
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Dr.Badrunnisa delivered his speech during the inaugural address. She spoke to the audience in
order to raise knowledge about the NAAC Assessment and Accreditation process and procedures.
She explained the revamped certificationframework's new processes, which include 70% of the
process being completed online. She also explained the threecomponents of theaccreditation
process: quantitative metrics validated by a Data Verification and Validation (DVV) partner,
qualitative metrics validated by members of the Peer Team, and the Students Satisfactory Survey
(SSS). SSS was first presented by the NAAC in the history of quality assurance in the entire
world, according to Dr.Badrunnisa. She went into greater detail on the SSS procedure used in the
NAAC assessment. In a nutshell, she discussed and imparted knowledge about all of the Seven
Criteria in the evaluation process in a logical manner, as well as describing the DVV process in
detail using screenshots from the portal. The talk also covered non-compliance with the DVV

process. She also provided information on the logistics and management of the peer team visit.
